The abovementioned TTM working
principles also cover all volunteers.
Volunteers are a part of our team and all
principles regarding justice and equality are
also applicable to them. Our volunteers also
hold some additional responsibilities at the
centre in order to maintain a more reliable,
fair, and pleasant working environment:

TTM is not a charity organisation, but a non-governmental organisation based
on basic human rights. Giving gifts or providing financial supports to adults
or children who receive services from TTM is not in line with our principles.
TTM can only accept donations that will be of equal benefit to all who attend
the centre, such as books, stationery, workshop materials or educational
publications.

Interpersonal relationships and work carried out within the centre cannot be
continued outside the centre without the knowledge of the administration.

The planned programme for each volunteer is individual. Programmes are
determined according to the volunteer’s leisure time and interest. It is important
that the planned programme is continued on a regular basis. If a volunteer
is unable to attend for any reason, he/she should inform the volunteer
coordinator.

Daily reports on all activities held at TTM must be completed. Volunteers are
also required tocompletea report form after workshops, providing details
about content and participants, and also sharing any relevant comments.

All individuals under the age of 18 benefitting from the services of TTM are
children, and the responsibility for children at the centre belongs to the
employees. When working with children, children’s rights and the ethics of
working with children must be adhered to at all times. During activities, verbal
rather than physical methods of expression and communication should be
used. Any form of verbal, emotional, economicor physical abuse by volunteers
will not be tolerated, and under such circumstances the relationship with the
volunteer will be terminated.
